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local fire authority and during the appropriate season.  

The landscape is reinstated to pre-existing contours and natural drainage lines 
restored and protected (if required).  In certain cases reinstatement is tailored 
to site-specific conditions in consultation with the landholder.   

To promote vegetation re-growth and protect against the loss of topsoil, the 
RoW surface is normally lightly scarified prior to re-spreading of topsoil. 

Reinstatement is undertaken in accordance with the APIA Code to ensure 
that: 

 topsoil cover is re-established and all land and waterways disturbed by 
Project activities are returned to a stable condition as soon as possible 
after construction 

 land is returned as close as possible to its previous productivity 

 stable landforms are re-established to original topographic contours 

 natural drainage patterns are reinstated 

 erosion control measures (e.g. contour banks, filter strips) are installed in 
erosion prone areas 

 the environment is reinstated to the condition of the surrounding area and 
disturbed habitats recreated. 

The aim is to leave the land such that 50 per cent vegetation cover can be 
achieved after 24 months.
